AFTER a year of visiting places,
meeting people, listening to
stories and sharing experiences
across churches and
communities, Bishop Paul
explains: “I have been seeking

to discern what God is already
doing amongst us, recognising it

and encouraging us all to join in. I
believe this is our vision from God together, our God
given strategy. It grows too from engaging with
scripture, particularly passages from Isaiah (56-66). I
hope this will provide a stimulus for planning and
action to enable us to see God doing even greater
things among us that will be transformational for us
and those among whom we live and work.”
